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Dénes Berényi’s Textbook “Mikro-Klimatologie” (1967, in German) —
From Geiger to the Modern Micrometeorology

Exactly 50 years ago Dénes Berényi’s textbook “Mikro-Klimatologie” was published in Hungary
in German language. Wrongly, the book is only well-known to a small German speaking
community of micro-meteorologists and micro-climatologists. It is not as famous as Geiger’s
“Klima der bodennahen Luftschicht” (The climate near the ground), but it has a much better
theoretical basis — mainly a hydrodynamic basis. Unfortunately, Berényi did not have seen the
fundamentality of Monin and Obukhov’s similarity theory. Nevertheless, it is one of the
important textbooks in the middle of the last century together with the books of Lettau, Sutton,
and Geiger. The presentation gives a historical survey of this time and Berényi’s merits.
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
